A. General 

1. Scope of 

Application 

1.1 The Employer, identified in Section II, Pre-qualification Data Sheet 

(ñPDSò), issues this Pre-Qualification Document (ñPQDò) to 

persons and entities (ñApplicantsò) interested in preparing and 

submitting an application for pre-qualification (ñApplicationò) in 

connection with bidding for the works described in Section V, Scope 

of Works.  The number of contracts, the name and identification of 

each contract, and the number corresponding to this pre-

qualification, are provided in the PDS. 

2. Source of Funds 2.1 The Millennium Challenge Corporation (ñMCCò) and the 

Government of the Tanzania (the ñGovernmentò and the ñCountryò) 

have entered into a Millennium Challenge Compact for Millennium 

Challenge Account assistance to help facilitate poverty reduction 

through economic growth in the Country (the ñCompactò) in the 

approximate amount specified in the PDS (ñMCC Fundingò).  The 

Government, acting through the Employer, intends to apply a portion 

of the proceeds of the MCC Funding to eligible payments under a 

proposed contract for the project and works named in the PDS and 

for which this PQD is issued.

(b) The Employer will reject an Application or bid if it determines 

that the Applicant or bidder recommended for pre-qualification or 

award has, directly or through an agent, engaged in coercive, 

collusive, corrupt, fraudulent, obstructive or prohibited practices 

in competing for the contract. 

(c) The Employer has the right to sanction an Applicant, bidder or 

contractor, including declaring the Applicant, bidder or contractor 

ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to be

PQD for upgrading of Mtwara corridor and Tunduma-Sumbawanga road     Page 12 of 103 

 

related services). 

 4.3 An Applicant, all parties constituting the Applicant, any subcontractors 

and suppliers, and their respective personnel and affiliates, may have the 

nationality of any country, subject to the restrictions specified in the 

paragraphs below.  A person or entity shall be deemed to have the 

nationality of a country if such person or entity is a citizen, or is 

constituted, incorporated, or registered in, and operates in conformity 

with the provisions of the laws of that country. 

 4.4       Applicants, all parties constituting the Applicant, any subcontractors and 

suppliers, and their respective personnel and affiliates, shall not have a 

conflict of interest.  All  Applicants found to have a conflict of 

interest shall be disqualified.  A person or entity may be considered 

to have a conflict of interest with one or more parties in this pre-

qualification process, if: 

(a) they have at least one controlling partner in common; or 

(b) they have the same legal representative for purposes of this pre-

qualification; or  

(c) they have a relationship with each other, directly or through 

common third parties, that puts them in a position to have access

1. Description of the Works 

BACKGROUND  

The Tunduma - Laela - Sumbawanga road is a stretch of a Trunk Road highway in South - West 

of Tanzania. The road starts at Tanzania/ Zambia boarder (at Tunduma) where it links with 

Tanzania ï Zambia Railway line (TAZARA) and Tanzania ï Zambia Highway (TANZAM) it 

connects with Central Railway Line at Mpanda, Kigoma Port at Lake Tanganyika and 

furthermore it links with highways to Rwanda, Burundi and Uganda at Nyakanazi.

DESCRIPTION OF MAIN ITEMS OF WORK  

The works to be included in this Contract consists mainly of the following: 

¶ Upgrading of approximately 96km of gravel road to a single carriageway surfaced road 

¶ The construction of three (3) new bridges 

¶ Rehabilitation of one (1) existing bridge 

¶ The construction of 31 major cell structures 

¶ The placing of approximately 160 nominal prefabricated box and pipe culverts 

a) Road construction 

The road largely follows the horizontal alignment of an existing gravel road with minor 

realignment to improve geometry and to ensure better river crossings. There are two basic cross-

sections, the main cross-section and the built-up are cross section. The main cross-section is 9.5 

m wide 2x3.25 m surfaced lanes and 2x1.5 m surfaced shoulders. The built-up area cross-section 

is 11.5 m wide and consists of 2x3.25 m lanes and 2x2.5m surfaced shoulder.  

 

An alternative older route exists for the northern 50 km of the project up to Sumbawanga, where 

traffic can be diverted to during construction, which will help with accommodation of traffic. 

Temporary bypasses will have to be constructed to accommodate traffic and to provide access. 

The envisaged pavement layers for the road will mainly be as follows: 

Surfacing  : Double Surface Dressing treatment 

Base   : 150 mm class CRR Crushed rock base 

Sub base  : 200 mm class C1 Stabilized sub base 

Selected  : 150 mm G15 materials 

Sub-grade  : 150 mm G7 materials 
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b) Construction of three (3) new bridges 

Approximately 11 new bridges have recently been constructed on the route prior to the upgrade. 

The new road alignment will tie in with these positions and elevations. The following new 

bridges will be constructed under this project. 

i.  Msengesi River Bridge 

A bailey bridge currently provides access across the Msengesi River. A two-span 

reinforced concrete structure with a total length of 34m will be constructed 

ii.  : Mtembwa River Bridge 

Currently drainage across the river is provided by 10x900 mm diameter pipes. A two-span 

reinforced concrete structure with a total length of 34 m will be constructed 

c) Rehabilitation of 1 existing Bridge -  Nwenwe River Bridge 

There is an existing bridge across the Nwenwe River that is adequate in terms of capacity 

and structural integrity as well as geometric standards. This bridge will be rehabilitated. 

d. Construction of 31 major cell structures 

31 major drainage structures will be constructed on the new road between Laela and 

Sumbawanga apart from the 3 new bridges mentioned above. These will all be in-situ 

constructed concrete structures and will vary in size from 2/1.8x1.8 up to 5/2.1 x 1.8. 

e. Nominal prefabricated box and pipe culverts 

Approximately 160 prefabricated nominal drainage pipes and box culverts will be required over 

the length of the project.
