TRANSPORT infrastructure
is the backbone of
developmentforanynation
in the world as without
that stable component of
economic growth it is hard
for people to get quick
development.

Based on that concept,
Tanzania is not left behind
in ensuring that it improves
its infrastructure as it has

been doing so since the

Fourth Phase Government
ascended to power nearly
five years ago.

The move has been
catapulted by the main
goal of transport projects
under Millennium
Challenge Account-
Tanzania (MCA-Tanzania),
whose obligation is to
expand and strengthen
transport  infrastructure
in order to successfully
propel economic activities
in major productive areas

Margaret Mussai, when
talking to Business Times
during the just ended 34th
Dar International Trade
Fair at the Mwalimu Julius
Nyerere grounds along
Kilwa -Road in Dar es
Salaam.

Mussai said the MCA-
T  projects involved
three major areas: roads,
airfields and electricity.

Amongtheroadprojects
are the rehabilitation of
224.5km-long Tunduma—
Sumbawanga  Highway;
Tanga—Horohoro
Highway(GSkm);Songea—
Namtumbo (67km), and
the Paramiho junction-to-
Mbinga tretch (78km).

Five 35kmlong rural
roads in North Pemba
would bepaved to tarmac
level.

Mussai named these
as the Mzambarauni—
Takao—Pandani—
Finya road (8.3.km);

said, adding that it would

link Tanzania and Kenya

across the Horohoro
border post.

MCA-T had entered
into a contract with the
Tanzania Roads Agency

(TanRoads) to oversee the

construction of four major

roads to tarmac level.

On the issues of
tender, road surveying
master plan, ' relocation
and compensation
programmes, Mussai
said all these had been
implemented by June last
year, with the help of UWP
consultants. :

MCT-Tanzania entered
into a Tsh69.9 billion
contract with Sinohydro
Corporation of China,

to construct the
highway.
She said the 95km

Raela—Sumbawanga
highway  would  be
constructed by an
