Following the signing of Implementing Entity Agreement between MICAand
TANESCO in July 2008, the implementation of the energy projects support of
funding from Millennium Challenge Corporation has started.

The projects include:-

Rehabilitation of Transmission and Distribution Network and Extension of
Distribution Systems in Dodoma, Iringa, Mbeya, Morogoro, Mwanza and Tanga
regions. Thesix regions were identified by the Government of Tanzania iasitpr
areas for investment in this category. This activity wdldress the growing demand
and the corresponding strain on the network to deliver reliable aridyquawer to
industrial and commercial users, as well as to households in these regions

Development of Malagarasi Small Hydropower Plant (8MW) and psweply
to Kigoma, Kasulu and Uvinza town3his activity seeks to replace costly,
inefficient, and polluting diesel power generation with affordalbkliable, and clean
renewable small-scale hydropower. The expanded distribution nsystd also
facilitate the electrification of rural villages and towns.

Construction of the Second Submarine Cable (100MW) to connect power from
Mainland Tanzania to Zanzibarhis activity is implemented in collaboration with
Zanzibar Electrical Company (ZECO) and includes laying a subeaglectric
transmission cable from the mainland to Unguja Island, phtali¢he path of the
existing submarine cable that is reaching its limits in both capacitlfespan
