have signed a $45m contract to build power
substations in the country, it has been learnt.

The contract that calls for the design, manu-
facture and installation of 24 power sub-sta-
tions in six regions in the Tanzania mainland
and in Zanzibar, was signed on 27th August
2010 and is to be executed by M/s Symbion
Areva Joint Venture, according to a press
release from the Millennium Challenge
Account — Tanzania (MCA-T), the entity that
manages projects that are funded by the
United  States government through
Millennium Challenge Corporation.

The signing was conducted by MCA-T Chief
Executive ‘Officer, Mr. Bernard Mchomvu
and the Symbion Power’ Chief Executive
Officer, Mr. Paul Hinks.

Speaking after the signing, Mr. Mchomvu
said that he hoped the contractors would
meet their obligations successfully and Mr.
Hinks assured him that they would work hard
to ensure that they do.
