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Capacity of Lower Ruvu water treatment plant to be expanded 

Millennium Challenge Account Tanzania 
(MCA-T) will expand capacity of Lower Ruvu 
treatment plant which is serving Dar es Salaam 
and part of Coast Region from the current 
capacity of 180 million litres per day to 
approximately 270 million litres per day.  

The Director of Water Projects from MCA-T 
Eng. William K. Christian informed the Dar es 
Salaam Regional Consultative Committee 
members on 7th May 2009.  

Together with expanding capacity of Lower 
Ruvu treatment plant, MCA-T will also 

implement two other projects for Dar es Salaam region. These include Non Revenue water a component 
which aims to substantially reduce the leaks and commercial losses of water from 60% down to 45% and 
help DAWASA and DAWASCO manage the utilities efficiently. The other project is the Program 
Management and Technical Assistance to DAWASA and DAWASCO that  will focus on review of Water 
Tariff, Asset management and enhancement of utility capacity in the area of contract management, 
customer care and revenue collection.  

Currently initial procurement for all three projects has started. The   consulting firms for updating designs 
and preparation of tender documents for Lower Ruvu Water Treatment Plant, Non Revenue Water and 
one for Programme Coordination and Technical Assistance will commence working by end of June 2009. 
The major construction activities are planned to start April 2010. 

MCA-T is an Independent Accountable Entity established by the Government of Tanzania to oversee 
implementation of the transportation, energy and water projects funded by Millennium Challenge 
Compact  signed  by the former President of the United States of America, George W. Bush and President
