INVITATION FOR INDIVIDUAL CONSULTANT TO CARRY OUT A TRAFFIC SAFETY AUDIT OF THE TANGA – HOROHORO
1. The Government of the United States of America acting through the Millennium Challenge Corporation (“MCC”) and the Government of Tanzania (the “Government”) have entered into a Millennium Challenge Compact (the Compact”) for Millennium Challenge Account assistance to help facilitate poverty reduction through economic growth in Tanzania in the amount of Six Hundred Ninety-Eight million, one hundred thirty-six thousand USD (“MCC funding”). The Millennium Challenge Account-Tanzania (“MCA-Tanzania”) on behalf of the Government intends to apply a portion of the proceeds of MCC funding to eligible payments under this contract. Payments by MCA- Tanzania will be subject, in all respects, to the terms and conditions, including restrictions on the use of MCC funding of the Compact. No party other than the Government and MCA-Tanzania shall derive any rights from the Compact or have any claim to the proceeds of MCC funding.
2. The five-year Compact aims at reducing poverty through the implementation of a program consisting of three projects, each containing a number of activities and sub activities namely:
i. The Transport sector Project consists of four distinct activities, the Mainland Trunk Roads Activity, the Zanzibar Rural Roads Activity, the Road Maintenance Activity and the Mafia Island Airport Activity.

ii. The Energy Sector Project consists of three distinct activities, the Zanzibar Interconnector Activity, the Malagarasi Hydropower and Kigoma Distribution Activity, and the Distribution Systems Rehabilitation and Extension Activity.

iii. The Water Sector Project consists of three distinct activities, the Lower Ruvu Plant Expansion Activity, the Non-Revenue Water Activity, and the Morogoro Water Supply Activity

3. The overall objectives of the assignment are:-
i) Identify traffic safety shortcomings in the current design and propose mitigating measures;

ii) Advise on the improvement of the general road safety arrangements at the current construction site; 

iii) In consultation with theClient, modify and adapt those traffic safety improvement measures, which can be implemented without major effect on the current contract price and construction period.

4. The assignment comprises of:

i) Study of drawings and design reports and compare safety design elements therein, with Tanzania Design Guidelines and international best practice;

ii) Performance of  a site visit and inspection of  the whole road alignment, bridge approaches and the various construction operations in progress; 

iii) Identification of problem areas in the design, where improvements are desirable and recommendation of mitigating measures; 

iv) Sharing  of observations from the construction site, with the Supervising Consultant and Contractor and make recommendations  on the implementation of temporary traffic management measures;

5. This invitation follows the General Procurement Notice Number 11 that appeared on dgMarket’s website on 23 March, 2011, UNDBOnline on 23 March, 2011, MCA-T website www.mca-t.go.tz 25 March, 2011 and local newspapers, The Daily News and The Guardian from 25 March, 2011.
6. MCA- T now invites Individual Consultants (not firms) to provide their CVs and a covering letter expressing their interest in providing these Consulting Services. This is open to all eligible Individual Consultants who wish to respond.  The assignment is expected to be completed within a period of 15 working days.
7. Any Individual Consultant requiring a copy of the draft contract and Terms of Reference (ToR) should request it via email to the MCA-T Procurement Director, Marieth S Ngaida at mngaida@mca-t.go.tz. 8. A Consultant will be selected under the Individual Consultant procedures and evaluation procedures, as per “MCC Program Procurement Guidelines” which are provided on the MCC website www.mcc.gov.

The Individual Consultant shall be an experienced Road Safety Specialist, with at least fifteen (15) years experience in Road Safety Engineering related issues and knowledge of Tanzanian National Roads Safety standards, Regulations and Guidelines. The candidate must have experience in Road Safety Auditing. Academic qualifications shall include a B.Sc. degree in Planning, Traffic Engineering or related disciplines. He/She shall be fluent in written and spoken English.
